➢ The Biathlon Orienteering World Cup season 2026 has started and so far four competitions 

have been held. 

On May 23-24, in Seinäjoki, Finland, with a Classic distance and a Sprint competition.  

Especially tough conditions at Sunday’s Sprint competition, with strong wind and rain. 

The M21 winners were Lasse Falck Weber and Jonas Falck Najbjerg, both Denmark. 

The W21 winner was Karin Stenback, Sweden, both days. 

 

On June 27-28, in Holstebro, at Jutland in Denmark, with a Classic distance and a Sprint 

competition. On Friday a relay was also organised by the Danish organisers.  

The weekend was extremely hot, with 37 degrees Celsius on Saturday, which was a new heat 

record for Denmark! 

All the competitors fought well in the heat! 

The M21 winner was Jonas Falck Najbjerg, Denmark, both days. 

The W21 winner was Karin Stenback, Sweden, both days.
